Planning Commission
February 9, 2011
The Planning Commission met on February 9, 2011 at the Municipal Bldg.  In attendance were Chairman Craig Huffman, Vice Chairman William Gross, Commissioners: Michael Ashmore, Scott Dickinson & Keith Klaver along with Township Manager Joseph Barakat. 
Mr. Huffman announced that long time Planning Commission Secretary Gail Force had resigned. Chairman Huffman expressed the appreciation of the Commission for her many years of service.  
Mr. Huffman moved that Manager Barakat be appointed recording secretary for the meeting of February 9 and Mr. Gross seconded. The motion carried unanimously. 
The minutes of January 12, 2011 were presented and upon motion and second (Gross/Dickinson) the Minutes were approved. 
There was no public comment. 
OLD BUSINESS 
Revisions to the Township Zoning Ordinance, Chapter 135 of the Township Code 
A new draft dated Feb. 2, 2011 was forwarded to the Commission Members. The Commission had previously forwarded to the Township Board of Supervisors a set of recommendations for consideration in regards to proposed changes to the Code in the area of Signs, Billboards, Electronic Signs, etc. The February 2 draft was a significant change from the earlier draft and thus the Supervisors deemed it advisable that the Township Planning Commission again review the content. 
A lengthy discussion ensued wherein the Commissioners attempted to ascertain the direction of the Township Supervisors, Solicitor and Engineer in this latest set of changes to the Zoning Ordinance.  Issues were raised concerning the restrictions and specification for Political Signs and Election related signs, definitions etc. 
After continued discussion the Commissioners felt there were too many questions to resolve and it was suggested the Commissioners meet with the Solicitor and a representative from the Board to clarify the differences between the prior Planning Commission Draft. 
The Chairman was asked to contact the Supervisors, Engineer and Solicitor to arrange a joint meeting to clarify the final language for the proposed changes to the Zoning Ordinance. 
NEW BUSINESS 
Renewable Energy 
The topic of creating legislation to address Renewable Energy issues including windmills, solar panels and arrays, geo-thermal power, etc. It was agreed that the Commission would seek direction from the Board of Supervisors while collecting data from other municipalities before proceeding.  Upon motion, the meeting was adjourned at 9:25 PM.
