PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES

Wednesday, April 13, 2011

The Planning Commission of Chadds Ford Township met in the Township building on Wednesday, April 13, 2011.  In attendance were: Chairman Craig Huffman, Vice Chairman William Gross, Commissioners: Michael Ashmore, Scott Dickinson, Keith Klaver. Township Engineer Joseph Mastronardo and Township Manager Joseph Barakat.

CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Huffman called the meeting to order at 7:29 P.M.
The Planning Commission motioned (Huffman) to appoint Kelly Megill as Recording Secretary for the Planning Commission, motion seconded (Gross).  Motion passed unanimously.
The Planning Commission motioned (Huffman) to approve the Minutes of the February 9, 2011 meeting, motion seconded (Ashmore). Motion unanimously passed.

Brandywine Struble Greenway Project, a Regional Planning Initiative

Representing the Conservancy Brandywine Struble Greenway, Sheila Fleming discussed the  functions of the Greenway in our area.  It was noted that Chadds Ford Township was the first to endorse a resolution.  www.brandywineconservancy.org/greenway
Funded 100% by the William Penn Foundation. Involving 16 municipalities, the Greenway is a 30 mile long corridor along the Brandywine River. Areas surrounding the river will involve walking and biking trails to access areas of the trail, planned trails (show up on a municipal comprehensive plan), etc. It will be used to consolidate all information in one place. The Greenway is broken in 3 regions, Northern (North of Downingtown), Downingtown, and Southern (involving Chadds Ford Township). The corridor will encompass urban, suburban and rural areas. Regional Visioning Workshop to be held the next day, April 14, 2011.  Project is looking to end summer of 2012.  The Conservancy hopes to pass a concept plan once there is a final product.

Bruggemann Chemical Plan/Montchanin Design: 1361 Baltimore Pike

Representing Bruggemann Chemical/Montchanin Design is Engineer James Fritsch from Regester Associate and Mike Looney from Montchanin Design Group. There was a lengthy discussion concerning Comment #3 on Page 2 of the Pennoni Review letter (“A fire hydrant is required…”) about the interpretation of the code.
The Planning Commission made a motion (Huffman) to approve the final plan for the Bruggemann Chemical/Montchanin Design at site 1361 Baltimore Pike, subject to the terms and conditions in the April 5, 2011 letter from Pennoni Associates, with the exception of paragraph 3.  Landowner shall not be required to seek separate approval from the Fire Marshall with regards to not installing a fire hydrant as part of this approval.  Approval subject to further approvals from CFSA and DCCD.  Motion seconded (Ashmore). Carried unanimously.
