CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Deborah Love D’Elia called the meeting to order at 7:41 PM. The pledge
of allegiance was recited. Mr. Thorpe identified emergency exits.

STATE POLICE REPORT

Corporal Styers, Pennsylvania State Police, Media Barracks, reported that there
were 121 incidents in the township during the month of June. These included 19 crashes, 9
thefts and 1 burglary. The other incidents were minor.

MOTION TO APPROVE JUNE 6, 2007 MINUTES
Upon motion and second (Paul, Thorpe), the Board of Supervisors voted to
approved the minutes of June 6, 2007, pending name corrections.

REPORTS

SUPERVISORS’ REPORT
Mr. Paul reported that Mr. Barakat represented the Township in Concord Township

on July oM to discuss the continuation of the Loop Road. Mr. Paul and Mr. Thorpe met with
Bill Reynolds, former supervisor in Pennsbury Township, who presented a concept of
multifamily homes. Mr. Thorpe reported that Beaver Dam Road was surveyed by the
Woodland Trustees and they are submitting the results to Harrisburg. Currently PennDOT
maintains either ends of the road and not the center. This will give PennDOT the
responsibility to maintain the road.

Mr. Paul announced that the current tenant of 10 Station Way will be leaving in
August. By September 1, 2007 a new tenant may be in place after a review by the Zoning
Hearing Board at their August meeting.
